Procedure

e Vehicle Disassembly/Reassembly (panel removal, part storage, etc.).
e Electrical Component Disassembly/Reassembly (battery disconnection, connector removal, etc.).

1. Remove One Lug Nut.

(a) Remove one lug nut from each wheel
(Fig 1-1) and discard according to local
scrap/recycle regulations.

(b) If studs are dirty, clean with a wire brush
prior to installing wheel locks. Use Safety
Glasses while using wire brush.

2. Install Wheel Lock.

CAUTION: DO NOT USE IMPACT

(a) By hand, install a Wheel Lock on each
wheel. (Fig. 2-1)

(b) Take the key supplied in the wheel lock set.
Place it on top of the wheel lock and turn
until the patterns engage. (Fig. 2-2)

(c) Place the 21mm Deep Socket on top of the
key. (Fig 2-3)

(d) Using a torque wrench and while applying
pressure on the key, tighten the wheel locks
to 113 N-m (83 ft-1bf). (Fig. 2-4)

(c) Pull cable tie tight with pliers and cut off
excess with side cutters.

(d) Place the lug wrench with the key attached in
the vinyl tool bag.

(e) Return the tool bag to the storage
compartment.

4. Complete the Installation.
