Procedure

Care must be taken when installing this accessory to ensure damage does not occur to the vehicle. The installation of this
accessory should follow approved guidelines to ensure a quality installation.

1. Remove the Lug Nuts.

(a) Remove one lug nut from each wheel and
discard it according to local scrap/recycle
regulations.

+ (b) If the studs are dirty, clean them with a wire
brush prior to installing the wheel locks. Use
safety glasses while using a wire brush.

2. Install the Wheel Locks.

(a) By hand, install a wheel lock on each wheel.

A (b) Take the key supplied in the wheel lock set
and place it on top of the wheel lock. Turn
the lock until the patterns engage.

(c) Place the 21mm deep socket on top of the
key.

(d) Apply pressure on the key and use a torque
wrench to tighten the wheel locks to 113 N-m
(83 Ibf-ft).

3. Complete the Installation.

A (a) Remove the tool pouch located in the jack
storage compartment on the driver’s side in
the rear cargo area (Fig. 3-1).

(b) For DIO installations, place the wheel lock
key in the tool pouch and skip to Step 3(g).

(c) Attach the key to the vehicle lug wrench
using the cable tie (Fig. 3-2).

(d) Pull the cable tight with pliers and cut the
excess off with the side cutters.

(e) Place the lug wrench with the key attached in
the tool pouch.

/A (f) Return the tool pouch to the jack storage
compartment (Fig. 3-1).
