(c) Remove the factory air filter from the filter
housing and discard it.

3. Install the TRD Air Filter.

(@) Insert the TRD air filter into the air filter
housing with the deep side of the filter down
in the housing (Fig. 3-1).

(b) Move the air filter housing lid into place and
engage the two (2) tabs (Fig. 3-2).

(c) Re-latch the two (2) air filter housing clips
(Fig. 2-1).

(d) Use a lint free cloth and a VDC-approved
cleaner such as 3M Prep Solvent 70 or
similar to clean the air filter housing lid
adjacent to the intake duct (Fig. 3-3).

(e) Use a lint free cloth and water to clean the
same area as in Step 3(d) (Fig. 3-3).
