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4. Install front passenger door sill plate. 

(a) Locate the front Right Hand (RH) door sill 

plate. 

(1) When installing the door sill to the 

correct side, the word “PRIUS” is located 

closest to the rear of the vehicle.

(b) Align the 3 clips of the door sill to the holes 

of the body rocker panel. Gently push the 

door sill plate down to insert the clips.

5. Install rear passenger door sill plates. 

(a) Locate the Right Hand (RH) door sill plate. 

(1) When installing the door sill to the 

correct side, the word “PRIUS” is located 

closest to the rear of the vehicle. 

(b) Place long edge of door sill plate under 

weather seal and align clips with insertion 

holes in body panel. (Fig. 5-1) 

(c) Gently rotate the door sill plate down to 

insert the clips. (Fig. 5-2) 

(1) Make sure door sill is properly snapped 

down in place and that there is no lifting 

or uneven gaps around the edges.  

 

6. Install Driver side T-taps. 

(a) Locate the 26 pin connector on the driver 

side cowl area.  (Fig. 6-1) 

(b) Locate the white wire with a YELLOW 

mark, pin 12 on the 26 pin connector.      

(Fig. 6-2) 

(1) Install a t-tap about 1 inch from the 

connector end. 

(2) Make sure t-tap is snapped in correctly. 

(c) Locate the white wire with a RED mark, pin 

24 on the 26 pin connector.  (Fig. 6-2) 

(1) Install a t-tap about 1.5 inches from the 

connector end.

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7. Install front driver side door sill plate. 

(a) Locate the front Left Hand (LH) door sill 

plate.   

(1) When installing the door sill to the 

correct side, the word “PRIUS” is located 

closest to the rear of the vehicle.         

(Fig 7-1) 

 

(b) Align the 3 clips of the door sill to the holes 

of the body rocker panel. Gently push the 

door sill plate down to insert the clips.

(i) Secure the harness with (1) one tie strap 

above the fuse holder and (1) one below the 

fuse holder. (Fig 8-2) 

(1) Place the fuse holder between the OE 

harnesses and the body with the cover 

accessible for fuse replacement facing the 

rear of the vehicle.

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(2) If Security or RES is installed to the 

vehicle, wrap the fuse holder with (1) 

one piece of large foam tape and secure 

to an existing harness with (2) wire 

ties. 

(3) Make sure fuse or harness placement 

does not obstruct any mounting holes. 

 
 

8. Install rear driver side door sill plate. 

(a) Installation of rear driver side door sill plate 

is similar to rear passenger side door sill 

plate. (See step 5) 

 

9. Testing 

(a) Temporarily reconnect the negative battery 

terminal. 

(b) If necessary, install the short pin located in 

the engine compartment.  (Fig. 9-1) 

(c) Press in the front door courtesy switches to 

check the function of the front door sills. 

(1) Door sill light should be on with the door 

open. 

(2) Door sill light should turn off when the 

corresponding door courtesy switch is 

pressed in. 

10. Vehicle reassembly. 

(a) Remove and reverse the direction of the bolt 

and nut from the negative battery terminal so 

that the nut can be accessed with a torque 

wrench. (Fig. 10-1)

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(b) Tighten the negative battery cable. 

(1) Position the negative battery cable at the 

original factory position. 

(2) Tighten the nut with 5.4 N-m (48 lbf-in) 

of torque. 

(3) Do not touch the positive battery terminal 

with any tool when replacing the cable. 

(c) Reinstall the rear trim panel, rear floor board 

panel, rear floor box, and rear floor board. 

(d) Trim all wire ties using a pair of wire cutters. 

(e) Reinstall both front cowl side covers. 

(f) Reinstall both front inner door sill panels. 

11. Completing the installation. 

(a) Perform any accessory or vehicle function 

checks. 

(b) If required, replace the short pin to its 

original position. 

(c) Clean up and remove any trash. 
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Accessory Function Checks

Door sill fitment There should be no uneven gaps around the 

edges, and clips should be securely fastened. 

Open front door     Front door sill light should turn on. 

Press front courtesy switch    Front door sill light should turn off.
